ST. PATRICK’S DAY IS MARCH 17TH 

Here is an idea for an Irish meal to celebrate! 

Beer Braised Irish Stew 

1 tablespoon vegetable oil 

1 (3 pound) beef chuck roast, trimmed of fat and cut into 1/2-inch cubes 

2 tablespoons all-purpose flour 

1 cup coarsely chopped onion & 1 cup coarsely chopped carrot 

1 (12 fluid ounce) can or bottle dark beer 

2 bay leaves 

1 teaspoon dried thyme 

1 teaspoon salt & 1/2 teaspoon ground black pepper 

Heat the vegetable oil in a large Dutch oven over medium-high heat until very hot, 
and brown the meat in 2 batches, stirring to brown the cubes on all sides. Return all 
the meat to the Dutch oven, sprinkle with flour, and stir lightly to coat the meat 
with flour. Stir in onion, carrots, dark beer, bay leaves, thyme, 1 teaspoon salt, 1/2 
teaspoon pepper, garlic, and Worcestershire sauce. Bring the mixture to a boil, and 
cover. 

Place the Dutch oven into the preheated oven, and 

cook for 45 minutes; uncover, stir the stew, and cook 

until the beef is very tender and the liquid is reduced 

by half, about 45 more minutes. 

 

Serve with mashed potatoes or Irish colcannon, a 

mashed potato and cabbage and bacon dish that pairs 

wonderfully with this dish.
